ÒLife is very precious and very fragile, so we have to be compassionate all the time,Ó said Smith,

whose reputation for kindness and medical expertise brings many worried parents to ChildrenÕs Memorial

asking for him by name. ÒThere is no doubt in my mind that medicine is indeed a callingÑit is not a job,Ó he

said.
